From the Principal  
 

I would like to take this opportunity to describe the safety practices and             
procedures that are in place here at Hunters Creek. 
 

Hunters Creek has a Emergency Operations Team in place for emergency         
situations.  Members of this group include administrators, school nurse and     
various campus personnel. Decisions about how to respond to various safety  
issues are made by this team. 
 

In addition, a Medical Team has also been established. This group would be used 
in the case of an emergency on campus prior to the arrival of Police or medical 
personnel.  Members of the Medical Team are trained in the use of our AED and 
CPR along with an additional training in First Aide. 
 

Students and staff participate in Fire Drills twice a month. In addition, Lockdown 
drills are practiced twice a year. Hunters Creek differentiates between a Weather 
Alert Lockdown and a Lockdown. Weather Alert Lockdowns include incidents 
such as a tornado or inclement weather. Children remain indoors, away from    
windows, under the direction of the teacher. 
 

A Lockdown is warranted if any suspicious person(s) is on or near campus or if 
any situation could be potentially dangerous for children and staff. During a Lock-
down, children remain locked in their classrooms, away from windows, with blinds 
closed and lights off, under the guidance of the teacher. No child will be released 
from school under Lockdown conditions as the entire building is under specific 
direction to restrict movement. Only after an „all-clear‟ is given will normal school 
activity resume. In the event that HCE does go into Lockdown, you will be notified 

of the situation by our callout system. I plan 
to have a practice Lockdown this month of 
September. 
 

Finally, our hand-held radios are used to 
communicate among staff members. In      
addition, radios are brought out to recess to 
use by teachers in the case of an emergency 
or if assistance is needed during this time of 
day on the playground. All radios have the 
capability of contacting SBISD Police by   
simply switching a channel on the device 

itself. At this time, all team leaders have a radio in their classroom. 
 

Hunters Creek staff is vigilant about protecting the safety of all          
students. Awareness is high on our campus, now and always.

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HCE Policy Corner 
 

Cafeteria: Student Behavior – In order for all students to enjoy lunch 

time, the following behaviors are expected to be displayed by all stu-

dents during their visit to the cafeteria: 

· Use a quiet (6-inch) voice to communicate with peers 

· Raise hand for assistance and for all questions 

· Remain seated unless given permission to move from the table 

· Use appropriate table manners 

· Clean up eating area 

· Sharing of food is prohibited 
 

Parent visits for lunch are welcomed. Due to limited space, a separate table has been designated 

as the parent table. Parents shall eat with only their child at the parent table. Please remember 

to sign in at the office prior to proceeding into the cafeteria for a lunch time visit. 
 

Foods of Minimal Nutritional Value: Four categories of foods and beverages are restricted by 

the US Department of Agriculture under the child nutrition programs. These include soft 

drinks, water ices, chewing gum, and certain candies. In order to adhere to this policy, students 

are not permitted to bring a soft drink for lunch or chewing gum to school. In addition, we dis-

courage the consumption of water ices and candy on campus.  
 

Lunch Money: Student lunches can be paid for on a daily basis or in 

advance. Methods of payment include cash, checks, or on-line transac-

tions. Sending large amounts of cash with a child is highly discour-

aged. Checks may be written to SBISD and labeled with the child’s 

lunch number. Our HCE cafeteria staff lends children a “borrow” limit 

of $5 to their lunch account. When an account reflects an amount 

owed in excess of $5, the child will be provided a cheese sandwich for 

lunch until the debt is paid. You can keep track of your child’s account 

balance through Parent Online (www.parentonline.net) or contact 

HCE’s cafeteria manager, Maria Fernandez, at 713-251-6000.

The pro-
gram is for grades kindergarten through college.  The problems range from technical, humorous, vehicular, classical to engineer-
ing.

Problem 1: Ooh-Motional Vehicle  
Divisions I, II, & III  
The problem requires teams to design, build, and drive a vehicle that will travel a course where it will encounter three different 
situations. The vehicle will display a different human emotion for each encounter and one will cause it to travel in reverse. The em-
phases will be on the technical risk-taking and creativity of the vehicle's engineering and change of emotional appearance.  

Problem 2: Weird Science  
Divisions I, II, III, & IV 
The team will create and present a performance about a team of scientists on an expedition to uncover the cause of mysterious 
events. The team will select the location of the expedition from NASA Earth Observatory Photographs . The scientists will collect 
two samples and will report on their findings. It will include a technical representation, a moving backdrop and a team-created de-
vice.

Problem 3: To Be or Not To Be  
Divisions I, II, III & IV 
In this Classics problem, teams will put a musical theatre spin on one of William Shakespeare's most famous lines: "To Be Or Not To 
Be." Hamlet, the title character, ponders this question and realizes that the easy way out is not always the correct choice. An origi-
nal "Hamlet" character will face a team-created dilemma and will take the easy way out only to discover that it was the wrong 
choice.  

Problem 4: You Make the Call  
Divisions I, II, III & IV 
For this problem, teams will design and build a structure made of only balsa wood and glue that will balance and support as much 
weight as possible. The structure may have a maximum weight of 9 grams and will receive 2 times the weight held, or 12 grams and 
receive 1 ½ times the weight held, or 15 grams and receive the actual weight held. The testing
