Every six weeks, schools receive an Attendance Report noting stu-
dent daily participation. Attendance accountability encompasses all 
grades, K-5th. 
Students present each day count toward our WADA, or Weighted 
Average Daily Attendance. Attendance is a source of funding for 
SBISD. 
 
Our goal is to remain above the 97% tile throughout the year. A 
Gold Star, in the state accountability system, for attendance pur-
poses, is given to schools that have a year-long average of 97% and 
higher. 
 
So far this year, we have reached the following percentages of stu-
dent attendance: 
 
1st six weeks: 98.19% 
 
I encourage all families to make school attendance a priority. 
Teaching and learning take place every day, and we assume the re-
sponsibility of educating each student very seriously. Thank you for 
all efforts related to your child’s attendance!

September Classroom Guidance Lessons 

“Recess Monitoring and Feedback from Students” 

 
During the last two weeks of September, I conducted classroom guidance lessons with all third, fourth, and fifth grade 
homerooms. The objectives of the lesson were: 
 

 to review the situations that occurred at recess in previous years such as bullying, put downs, and exclusionary 
behaviors; 

 to review the definition of bullying** by contrasting it to normal disagreements and arguments;  
 

**Bullying is defined by experts as: something mean is occurring, the mean actions are intentional and re-
peated, and an imbalance of power is present.  

 to review  student feedback that in many cases found the playing of team sports as satisfying the definition of 
bullying; 

 to review the role of the bystanders and the skills necessary to help the victim while  promoting positive social 
norms; 

 to obtain honest and open feedback from all students in a safe, nonjudgmental way;  
 

After a class discussion of the objectives stated above, each student completed a written feedback form as a silent reflec-
tion. This gave each student an opportunity to voice his/her opinion in a private manner. All the forms were collected and 
reviewed. Patterns emerged and the most frequently occurring responses are below. 

 
Something I like about recess is: 

There is no more fighting 
The recess bags 
Sticks to pick teams 
Not as many mean things happening 
It is peaceful and calm  
More fair 
Tetherball 
That there are not team captains 
Nothing 
That I get to play the games now 
The games are not overcrowded 
That everyone can play a team sport if they want to  
 

Something I wish I could change about recess is: 

The assigned sports/schedule 
That I do not get to play with my friends in other classes 
Nothing, I like the new plan. Keep it. 
Tetherball lines 
Want more tetherball games 

Helping People Achieve - Through Heart to Heart 

Connections 
Lynne Luberger, Counselor 
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Have a boy/girl tetherball games 
Some people are still fighting and cheating 
That we could combine classes to play the sport 
Let two classes play together but limit the number of kids playing 
That people would follow the TRIBES agreements and play fair 
 

A solution I have for recess is…… 

Keep the recess bags/sticks (No switching sticks!) 
Leave it the way it is. I like it!  
Let two classes play together and/or rotate the classes that play together each day 
Each class can have a rotation of two sports to choose from 
One,  two or three kids per class goes to a sport 
Have a boys and girls game, especially tetherball 
Have teachers monitor, pick teams, etc. 
Make sure that people are following the tetherball rules about going out 
Keep the schedule and let a person invite a friend from another class to play the sport with them 
Have sticks with a sport on them. You pick a stick out of the bag and that is the sport you play that day 
Bring a sport stick to recess with you if you want to play that game and the equipment manager draws teams out of 

the sticks  
 
One of the most valuable outcomes of this experience is that HCE children are learning to appropriately and respectfully 
discuss issues of importance to them. They are learning to look at each other’s perspective and respect opinions that are 
different from their own. The looks in their eyes tell me they are developing empathy and understanding for the students 
that have been mistreated.  I see them willing to compromise and negotiate rather than fighting to get their way. They 
are generating many creative and workable solutions. Our children are part of a democratic community and are begin-
ning to understand the importance of their participation in the process. 
 
I will continue to keep you informed with recess updates and about the lessons that I am doing with your children this 
year.
